Vacant post of the head-
master in government pri-
mary school of Barisal di-
vision not only decreasing
standard of the basic educa-
tion but also creating admin-
istrative problem, said Za-
hanara Begum, a teacher of a
government primary school
in Kedarpur of Babuganj
upazila in Barisal.

A government prima-
ry school runs with average
four teachers and out of those
four if one vital post like
headmaster lies vacant for
léng, it automatically creates
acadernic and administra-
tive problem, said Mahbub E
Elahi, deputy director of divi-
slonal office of Department of
Primary Education, -
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The posts fell vacant
due to resignation of the
headmasters after getting
better jobs in other sectors,
unneces-
sary/'transfer. of them, he
added. <

The pmble‘i‘n is acute
in primary schéols of remote
areas, he said, adding, Au-
thorities of primary educa-
tion directorate assured us

the vacant posts would be -

filled up soon.

The government has up-
graded the post of primary
school headmaster to sec-
ond class category and ini-
tiated a process to select 20
thousand primary school
headmasters to root out the
problem, the divisional DPE
officer adsured. -
