Arju Miah  announced
his resignation at a press
conference about 12:30pm
in the senate hall saving
that he had made the deci-
sion for the sake of “peaceful
academic atmosphere on the
campus’.

A media release issued by
the university’s public rela-
tions office said, ‘Professor

arose after the death of Zu-
bair Ahmed, a fourth-year
student of English depart-
menl.’

He turned in his resigna-
tion to allow the university's
‘regular activities 10 contin-
ue’, read the rejease.

Despite leaving the po-
sition of the proctor, Arju
still retains the posts of the
provost of Shaheed Rafique-

Zabbar Hall and president of
the university shop owners' ™
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Shikkhak Samaj' said they
would resume their academ-
ic and administrative ac-
livities today as the proctor
had been removed bt they
stuck 10 their remaining de-
mands, including ‘punish-
ment” of Arju Miah ag per
the university’s ‘efficiency
jand discipline’ rules for as-
saulting the president of the
iuniversity teachers” associa-
‘tion, AA Mamun,

. Nasim Akbtar Hossain,

"We will join work tomorraw
