This C.I. shed! roof of thé hostel
has 34 rooms for the boarders. The
floor of the rooms are damaged
and worn oul. The wooden pillars
of the hostel arc broken and in-
fested with wood worm, partition
walls and the tin roof have devel-
oped leakage and cracks. .

As a result, rain water damages
the belongings of the students.
The windows of the hosiel are
broken and without any grill.
Scarcity of water is acutes. The
students do not even get drinking
waler from the tape of the
Paurashava,

awful and unfit for use. Above all
neathy shopkeeper use these la-
trines and wm them into mass
latrine.
